,Qué es lo primero que debo hacer?

Llame al 911 si esta en peligro inmediato. Consulte a un abogado si tiene preguntas
sobre sus derechos legales. Hable con las agencias de violencia doméstica locales,
regionales o nacionales (consulte la primera pagina para ver los nimeros de

teléfono de algunas agencias de violencia doméstica)

¢ Qué es una “orden de restriccion por
violencia en el hogar”?

maés que solo compafieros de vivienda.

¢Como puede ayudarme la orden de
restriccion?

* no tenga armas ni municiones;

* obedezca las drdenes sobre la propiedad.

¢ Esta solicitud cuesta dinero?

¢ Cuando puedo esperar recibir la orden?

El juez decidira en el plazo de un dia habil si le concede una
orden de restriccién temporal o no. A veces, ¢l juez toma una
decision antes de este plazo.

¢Cuanto dura la orden?

Si el juez dicta una orden temporal, esta durara hasta la fecha

de audiencia. Durante la audiencia, el juez decidira si le concede
o no una orden de restriccidn a largo plazo que puede durar hasta
cinco afios.

El maltrato puede ser verbal, por escrito o fisico. Puede ser
fisico, sexual o emocional. Incluye las amenazas de hacerle
dafio a usted o a su familia, el acecho, el acoso, la destruccién
de la propiedad personal y la perturbacion de su paz.

El perturbar su paz significa alterar su calma mental

o emocional. Esto puede hacerse de forma directa o indirecta,
por ejemplo, a través de terceros. También se puede hacer por
cualquier medio, como por teléfono, por mensajes de texto

o por Internet. La perturbacion de la paz incluye el control
coercitivo.

Por control coercitivo se entiende una serie de acciones

que limitan injustificadamente la libertad y los derechos
individuales de cualquier persona protegida por esta orden
de restriccion. Algunos ejemplos son: aislar a una persona de
sus amigos, familiares u otros apoyos; privarle de alimentos
o de sus necesidades basicas; controlar o vigilar a la persona
misma o sus movimientos, contactos, acciones, dinero

0 acceso a servicios, y obligarla a hacer algo que no quiere
hacer por la fuerza o mediante amenazas o intimidacion. Esto
incluye las amenazas relacionadas con el estatus migratorio
real o supuesto de la persona protegida.

Si obtiene una orden de restriccion temporal que incluye una
orden de custodia, el padre que tiene la custodia no puede sacar

al menor de California sin aviso previo al otro padre y una
audiencia judicial sobre la solicitud para establecer o modificar la
custodia. Lea la orden y el formulario DV-140, Orden de custodia
y visita de los hijos, si se emitid una, para obtener informacion
sobre otras posibles restricciones. Hay algunas excepciones.

¢ Es valida la orden de restriccion fuera del
estado de California?

La orden de restriccion es valida en todo el territorio de

los Estados Unidos. Esto significa que las fuerzas del orden

¢ Qué sucede si no soy residente permanente?

Puede obtener una orden de restriccion aunque no sea ciudadano
estadounidense.
